Article.1- Pursuant to the provisions of article 66 of the law n° 05-12 of the 28 Joumada Ethania 1426 corresponding to the 4th of August 2005, above-mentioned, this decree specifies the organisational and operational methods for the integrated water information management system.
CHAPTER I 
GENERAL PROVISIONS

Art.2.- In this decree, the integrated water information management system means a set of instruments and procedures for managing water-related data in order to facilitate their access, exchange and enhancement.
Art.3.- The integrated water information management system concerns all the geographical, technical, economic, institutional and legal data, useful for knowledge of water resources, their development and sustainable management.
Art.4.- The integrated water information management system is designed based on an architecture of data bases, complying with the Internet technology.
CHAPTER II

            ORGANISATION

Art.5.- The integrated water information management system is organised as an institutional network including the various central and decentralised bodies of the Ministry in charge of water resources, as well as the public establishments under its supervision.
Art.6.- The management of water-related data, as defined in article 3 above, is divided into in three levels:
· the central level, which consolidates the data produced by the various bodies of the water sector, in order to establish, in particular, sectoral data bases and geographic information tools necessary for the development of planning instruments for hydraulic works;
· the regional level, which is made up of all the river basin agencies which are responsible for harmonising and summarising the collected data and for establishing the regional data bases intended to feed the sectoral data bases;
· the basic/local level, which is made up of all the bodies and organisations of the sector which are in charge of producing and making available the water data corresponding to their field of responsibility, and of establishing the data bases to feed the regional and sectoral data bases.
CHAPTER III

OPERATION

Art.7.- Control and coordination of the integrated water information management system are ensured by a sectoral committee, the composition of which is determined by decree of the Minister in charge of water resources.
Art.8.- The committee provided for in above article 7 is, in particular, responsible for:
· promoting the communication and information technologies as well as harmonising the information processing systems in the water sector;
· defining, standardising and managing the catalogue of water data;
· defining data exchange methods and data base updating frequencies;
· defining a common data language and developing the exchange formats;
·  defining a protection system and data access rights.
Art.9.- Access to information is open and free for all the bodies of the water resources sector, within the limits of the access rights and restrictions, which will be specified by the committee provided for in article 7 above.
Art.10.- The re-use and dissemination of data must be carried out while mentioning their source.
CHAPTER IV

FINAL PROVISIONS

Art.11.- The mode of enforcement of this decree will be specified, as needed, by decree of the Minister in charge of water resources.

Art.12.- This decree will be published in the Official Journal of the Algerian democratic and people’s Republic.
